In 2008, the Commission on Higher Education conducted a survey on the emram
foreign students in higher education institutions in Thailand. The result of the survey revealed
that 16,361 foreign students have studied in 96 Thai higher education institutions. The top te
Thai higher education institutions having the highesmimer of foreign students are;
Assumption University (2,558 students), Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University (1,329
students), Mahidol University (1,069 students), Burapha University (591 students), Rangsit
University (487 students), Mission College (43tudents), Khon Kaen University (425
students), Suan Dusit Rajabhat University (421 students), Chiang Mai University (380
students), and Chulalongkorn University (373 students). The popular fields of study among

The number of international prognanes continues to increase to accommodate the needs of
both Thai and foreign students. International colleges had been established in severa
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universities to administer the provision of international education and provide necessary

support services for fergn students. Most of the universities provide accommodation for

their students. Accommodation is available in forms of privatelped studio or
single/double bedroom. Geampus accommodation allows students to live within the
university vicinity, givingthem opportunities to interact with one another and participate in

various orcampus social activities.

Electronic linkages and information services are ‘wgllipped in all public and private
higher education institutions both in central and provinagians. The Inteniversity
Network (UniNet) is adopted to link all university library systems together for prompt and
effective exchanges of resources, and to provide national and international education networ
services to enable Thai higher educatiustitutions to learn from and share with national and
overseas higher education institutions through -éelgcation, telenedicine, and tele
meeting. UniNet currently connects most higher education institutions with local internet and
global internet, Intanet2, STAR TAP, and APAN that cover 1,000 universities worldwide.

The MUA renders financial
support for exchange programs through University Mobility in Asia and the Pacific (UMAP),
and through provision of 144 exchangents from Thai universities and countries in the
Greater Mekong Subregion (Cambodia, Lao PDR, Mynmmar, Southern China, Thailand and
Vietnam). The Royal Thai Government has agreed to fund 5.5 billion bath (US$144 million)
for the setting up of 150 doctérarograms from 200@004. The direct exposure and
consistent interactions under numerous programs and activities with its global higher
education partners have enabled Thailand to grow, ready to cope with the uncertainties o

today and tomorrow.

Thai higter education also has its diversity to offer. It has more than 3,000 programs of study
in various areas of specialization, from undergraduate up to the doctoral degrees. It alsg
meets the demands of local and international students who wish to enrabnams using

English as a medium of instruction, by providing over 350 such programs.

The MUA has given no less importance to the quality of education. Its initiative on quality

assurance systems, currently implemented as an integral internal effoitsikighest gear,

Most bachelor's degreeourses are programmes of four years -tinlle attendance.
Exceptions are education and architecture that require five years, and the doctor of denta
surgery, medicine, pharmacy, and veterinary medicine thapreensix years of study.
Master's degreprogrammes last for either one or two years and the degree is conferred on
course credits with either a thesis or a final exam.cOmpletion of a master's degree,

students may apply for an admission exam to a two to five year doctoral programme. The
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doctorate is conferred on coursework, research and the successful submission of

dissertation.
